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New RDA documents 
• Proposal for correction of the narrower element hierarchy in 

Manifestation: manufacturer agent (etc.) and its inverses (July 2022)

▪ Corrects the narrower element hierarchy for 8 elements 

• Proposal to improve consistency in “supertype” elements (July 2022)

▪ Changes to ten elements to improve consistency and increase clarity and 
one change to the Registry to correct a missing narrower element

• Proposal to amend and clarify instructions in Manifestation 
“place of” elements [approved with amendments; implemented in the 
December 2022 release]

▪ Adds the missing instructions and new subheads within each file is also 
recommended for clarity and to improve findability.
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New RDA documents (2) 

• Proposal to adjust instructions in four “restriction on” elements in 
Manifestation and Item [approved; implemented in the December 2022 
release]

▪ Instructions added to two Item and two Manifestation elements to make them consistent with 
other RDA elements that permit recording methods for non-RDA vocabulary encoding schemes

• Suggested proposal to correct the terms “multipart monograph” 
and “serial” [rejected]

▪ The terms “multipart monograph” and “serial” are cross references in RDA to the preferred terms “multiple 
unit” and “serial work.” Yet there are a number of instances of the term “multipart monograph” and “serial” 
that appear in RDA text, all of which should be re-worded to the preferred terms for consistency of 
terminology and to correct the mistaken impression that legacy terms are still used. This proposal is replacing 
the term “part” with “unit” in these elements.
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RDA Working Groups, 2022-2023  
•Extent Working Group 

▪ Improve the RDA standard for elements that use measurements, primarily 
extent and dimensions elements

•Official Languages Working Group
▪ Examine the concept of “official language” for corporate bodies in RDA

•Place/Jurisdiction Working Group
▪ Examine the concepts of place and jurisdiction (corporate body) and their 

associated definitions and instructions in RDA

•Religions in RDA Working Group
▪ Expand the non-Christian coverage in RDA
▪ Western and Christian bias in the 3R Toolkit report (2019)

elements, and terminologies approved by the RDA Steering 
Committee

• Provides the same content as RDA Vocabularies, but presented 
with context and aimed at developers of applications using 
RDA

• Is the endpoint of RDA IRI de-referencing for elements and 
concepts

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Legacy Community Resources content in the Official 
RDA Toolkit

• Community resources in the Official RDA Toolkit
• Examples: 

▪ Capitalization instructions for various situations (especially in English)
▪ Abbreviation instructions

• In November 2022, the PCC Policy Committee voted to endorse the 
2nd option: incorporating the content into the Metadata Guidance 
Documentation (MGDs) and LC/PCC would control text and update 
cycle. Option 1 is working with the English-speaking world 
committee. 
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Challenges: Serials   
• WEM Lock and Serials Cataloging 

• “The serial work: a workaround” to discuss with the CONSER 

• CONSER community’s opinions and preferences on whether 
to continue or modify its cataloging practices regarding 
provider-neutral description, newspaper reproductions, and 
language expressions in light of the “WEM Lock” concept.

• Charged to be a decision-making group for CONSER policies for the PCC 

implementation of Official RDA (Nov. 2022)

▪ Identify the impact of policy changes to serials in Official RDA, e.g. Determine when/how to apply the 

WEM lock to serials (including monographic series) especially with regard to translations and different 

formats, in MARC and BIBFRAME

▪ Identify and write policy and practice documentation to be updated (LC-PCC Policy Statements, Metadata 

Guidance Documentation, Descriptive Cataloging Manual Z1, CONSER Cataloging Manual, 

Provider-Neutral Guidelines, etc.), and make recommendations on consolidating documentation into the 

LC-PCC PSs or the MGDs where possible … 

▪ Collaborate with other PCC committees and task groups to review and confirm mapping specifications 

between BIBFRAME and MARC for serials … 

• Deliverables: proposed policies and best practices for the WEM lock and other issues, and 
corresponding documentation updates to be reviewed by SCS and approved by PoCo.

▪ Preliminary report due 4/15/23; Date to recommend next steps due: October 1, 2023

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Challenges: IRI debate–MARC 21 $0 or $1    
• MARC 21 $0 = Authority record control number or standard 

number 
• MARC 21 $1 = Real World Object URI (see 

https://www.loc.gov/marc/bibliographic/ecbdcntf.html for details)
• Recording an RDA IRI in $0 = an identifier 

▪ Transforms a “thing” into a “string” 
▪ Strings cannot be guaranteed to be unique outside of a local 

application
• Recording an RDA IRI in $1 = real-world object 

▪ A “thing”, not a “string”
